Is Glascoff Bolting for Spring Hill College? 
 

HATTIESBURG – Reporters at USMNEWS.NET have been told that CoB visiting 
professor of marketing, David Glascoff, is leaving USM and will be joining the 
faculty at Spring Hill College (Mobile, AL) in the fall of 2008.  Glascoff's 
departure for SHC would mark the second such departure for the CoB in just the 
past few months.  As reported previously, long-time CoB management professor, 
Stephen Bushardt, will be joining the SHC faculty in the fall of 2008. 
 
A recent visit to the SHC Registrar's web page supports what sources tell 
reporters at USMNEWS.NET.  There, the "Fall 2008 Schedule of Classes" was 
consulted. 
 

 
  
Reporters quickly located a set of fall 2008 classes thought to be Glascoff's.  These 
are inserted below: 
 

 
 

According to the insert above, Glascoff will be teaching two sections of 
Marketing Principles (MKT 311) and one section of Marketing Research (MKT 
422).  The first two of these -- the two MKT 311 sections -- are taught on Monday, 
Wednesday and Friday, from 10:15am until 11:05am, and from 11:15am until 
12:05pm, respectively.  The third -- the MKT 422 section -- is taught on Tuesday 
and Thursday, from 1:00pm until 2:15pm.  Thus, Glascoff's fall 2008 load will 
extend over all five days of the work-week, which sources say is typical of a 
school the caliber of SHC, and is becoming more typical for USM. 
 
While visiting the SHC Registrar's web page reporters found what is believed to 
be Bushardt's fall 2008 teaching schedule at SHC.  That schedule, which is 
inserted below, consists of two sections of Management Principles (MGT 301) 
and one section of Organizational Theory & Behavior (MGT 320).   
 

 



This schedule falls on only three days per week, but does consist of a MWF load, 
which sources say is worse that what Bushardt traditionally received while at 
USM.  And, examination of the schedule above reveals that it extends all the way 
to 1:30pm on Fridays. 
 
As reported previously, Interim CoB Dean Alvin Williams is "retiring" to a new 
position at the University of South Alabama, which is also in Mobile.  If Glascoff 
is indeed heading to SHC, where he will join Bushardt, it's possible that the three 
of them will be able to work out a commute schedule that has them all in the 
same vehicle (along U.S. Hwy 98) on multiple days per week.
